many cited scriptures are just a mouse click away (and it quotes
those supporting scriptures from multiple translations of the Bible).
It frees the mind of the distraction of jumping around throughout the
Bible (and other publications) as you study. You can remain focused
on the message Jesus brought. The website also highlights scriptures
that clarify how the Bible message relates or applies to our particular
day. We will understand that “when we live” in time matters by
realizing: before Jesus presented himself as the promised Jewish
Messiah, the only way to worship acceptably was through the God
given law-code and priesthood.
